The main aim was to create a project in which the youth become protagonists. 
Music has always been a synonym of passion, enthusiasm and expression for young people and 
so it has been chosen as the basic feature of the project.  
This is the reason why most of the dissemination of the project, consisting in a music 
competition, was concentrated in middle schools and high schools in the city of Bologna and 
surrounding area  for musical bands formed inside schools.  
Another fundamental starting point of the project was to allow the participants to take part in 
the competition by performing any musical genre, basing the project on the freedom of musical 
expression of the youth.  
The young participants sent their original music compositions and had the chance to exhibit 
live in a theatre with 600 seats. 
The main objective was therefore to offer the young musicians the opportunity of expressing 
their creativity, also physically, in front of an audience, through the language of music.

The finalists were allowed about 30 
minutes for their live exhibition and then a new committee awarded the 2 winning bands. 
All the participating bands had the opportunity to appear on the project’s website through the 
support of the Radio Station coordinating the project. The winning bands were mentioned in 
editorials of important local newspapers.

SENSITIZATION: is expected to use different formative tools that include technical of not formal 
learning, frontal moments of information, direct depositions.  The meetings in classroom, of the 
duration of 1 or 2 hours with every group of students, represent a first moment of knowledge 
that can stimulate young interesting. The experience puts into practice of civil service and, the 
other side, to open a place of discussion on deep and complex subject like the solidarity, the 
peace, the nonviolence, the profitable participation, the rights and you have to some citizens.  
The dates come agreed with l' institute and with the teacher of reference that can continue the 
discussion on the subjects proposals also after the meeting promoted by Copresc.

ELDERLY - ASSISTANCE - DISABLES' - TRAINING - CHILDHOOD - CULTURAL PROMOTION - 



   

COOPERATION - CULTURAL PROMOTION - WELL-BEING you SALUTE SPORT - ENVIRONMENT - 
ARTISTIC PROPERTY CULTURAL . The students interested compile the card of adherence to the 
civil service regional, choosing a specific project between those available, and deliver it the 
professor of reference that sends it to the Copresc. Then the private or public Subject chosen 
contacts the young one for a cognitive talk. Finally experience will be put into practice of civil 
service for a 35-hour duration comprehensive, according to a calendar agreed between 
volunteer and subject.   
 
3) EVALUATION: the civil service subjects and volunteers involved fill in a diary of civil service 
experience, in which to indicate the carried out activity, the ability and skills acquired, the 
suggestions.  The evaluation in itinerary is conducted in more deepened manner across talks 
and meetings between the volunteers and the workers civil service subjects.  The diary and the 
register of the presences are used to certify that experiences have done from youngsters.  At 
the conclusion of the civil service it will be released an attest of participation with Region and 
Subject signature.

Theatre project in the Juvenile Penal Institution  is operative since ten years. It is one of the 
most important  experiences of theatre-prison, characterized by a strong confluence of 
audience (about 1200 
people for year). The people go inside the juvenile prison of their own city in order to attend 
the performance. The big number of workshops activated aims to realize all the components of 
the theatre performance with the  young participants involved in the project, starting from the 
set design, to the actors' costumes, from the texts to the music, in order to realize a product 
really personal. 

 

Short description: (narrative and photo descriptions, video, etc.) 

The annual Theatrical  Practices Project for Juvenile Penal Institution of Bologna, started 
since 1998, is articulated in different workshops of  theatrical practices finalized to 
realization of a final show. The workshops follow two direction: on one side reaching of 
manual skills, linked to manufactured products, customs, scenes, systems (sound, electrical, 
etc.); on the other side the achievement of expressive and communicative skills in specific 
activities such as vocal and body training, video, rhythm an theatre.  
Workshops last 3-5 months and the show is generally repeated for two weeks.  
It is opened to all citizenship and particularly to a young people public (schools, community, 
gathering centre).

The Laboratory is based on 4 modules for a total of 32 hours of lectures plus homework and 
exercises, with the following timetable: Friday afternoon (14.30-18.30) and Saturday morning 
(9.30-12.30), December 18-19, January 15-16, January 29-30, February 12-13.  
Activities are based on a mix of theory and practice-based lessons, and is located in Bologna.  
The main aim of the Laboratory is to give the participants a deeper insight of the methods used 
for writing. The Laboratory is concluded with a written essay by each of the participants.  The 
starting point for all reflections and activity is the Statute of the Emilia-Romagna Region. 
Concepts such as equality, dignity, respect of others and different cultures, races and religions, 
will guide participants’ works.  
Activities are led under the scientific direction of  Fulvio Pezzarossa, Professor of Sociology of 
Literature at the University of Bologna, with the involvement of Italian and migrant teachers for 
creative writing activities.  
The results will be presented to the Legislative Assembly by the end of Spring 2010. Other 
specific events will be organised  to promote and profile the work in progress to a broader 
audience. 
The project will provide concrete: it will produce a publication, video and web materials.

The overall aims of the project will be reached by supporting the organization of other 
laboratory at regional and local level. Fort the Legislative Assembly, the intention for the project 
is to initiate a long-term activity to expand this practice within the regional territory. Writing 
might be used to give voice to other target groups, such as young people, third age, women and 
common people. Young people, particularly those who are at risk from drug and alcohol misuse, 



   

might find in expressive writing a way to explore and/or communicate their personal experience, 
their opinions and their response to the world. In one word, to participate. Each creative 
laboratory will work with groups specific to their area and context, exploring with a range of 
ways the concept and reality of participation in their locality. During the project, partners will 
undertake exchange activities with each other, sharing practice. Moreover, contacts are being 
taken to develop an international partnership with the School of Language Studies of the 
Australian National University.

The “Giovani Online” Network is part of a broader programme for the development of new

The Youth Office has supported many projects and started good 
practices for a professionalizing use of the Internet, proving that the combination of new 
technologies and youth creativity is a winner.  

 
The University, schools, organisations and experimental audiovisual workshops are some of the 
major features of the extraordinary cultural and human potential of Bologna that actively 
participated in all development stages of the project.

The educational/training course was thought and realized using the “learning by doing” method, 
which is based on “experiencing on the field”. After a short period of theorical training at the 
beginning, it has been given space to the direct experience of internship and to the open 
comparison with kids, administration and territory. 
The working method is organized on the documentation of the path and the constant contact 
with the tutor, belonging to the training body, through both individual meetings, in order to 
verify the actions “in itinere”, and also group meetings, addressed to encourage the exchange of 
good standard procedures among young people and the acquisition of knowledge about youth 
realities in the other town halls of Terre d’Acqua. Moreover, to improve the involvement of the 
kids in the path, they are also encouraged to participate at seminars, workshop meetings 
promoted by the Province and by the Region on topics linked to the aims of the project. 

 

Innovative aspects : 

The project is based on the idea that youth policies are not only an exclusive competence of the 
town administration, but that they have to become the result of dialogue and cooperation with 
young people.

Every participants has to spend a six-months term doing an internship in his living town, side by 
side with the councillor in youth policies and the technical representative of the project, in order 
to incline the world of young people towards Institutions; on one side, this involves young 
people in the decisional processes that concern them and, on the other side, this helps the 
political world in planning concrete actions that answer their real needs/desires. 
4. Tutoring 
It is provided a tutor that should facilitate the inside path. The tutoring activity is organized in 
six group meetings and six individual meetings, both of 2 hours each, to promote comparisons 
among the participants, sharing experiences and supervising the activities.

The method used is the one proposed by the international scout movement, based on the idea 
of its founder, Lord Byron Baden Powell:  
The mission of Scouting is to contribute to the education of young people, through a value 
system based on the Scout Promise and Law, to help build a better world where people are 
self-fulfilled as individuals and play a constructive role in society. This is achieved by:  

• involving them throughout their formative years in a non-formal educational process  
• using a specific method that makes each individual the principal agent of his or her

The Youth Centre in Pianoro   The Youth Centre of Pianoro was born out of the consideration shared 
by the young people of the territory and the municipal administration represented by the Mayor. 
Such consideration, shared and participatory, on the needs of the young people in Pianoro and 
on the functions to be assigned to such a structure, conducted in 2003 within a round table 
series of sessions and in the atmosphere of numerous celebrations and initiatives, had brought 
to light two levels of needs, to meet through such a structure: the first one, represented by the 
need for a place for free gathering, but also the will to build an opportunity for   cultural 
development,   guaranteeing spaces and instruments for   enhancing free production and use in 
the fields of art, music, theatre and new technologies.  

 The project represents an   experimentation in the construction of the youth policies in Emilia 
Romagna. The overall process, from the moment in which the idea of a Centre started to take 
shape, up to the physical building of it, has happened with the active participation of the young 
people, always in the centre of the choice, as active and responsible protagonists; to that 
purpose, at the beginning of the project,   an open work-group of young people was established, 
which evaluates and flanks the Municipality in every choice, no matter whether it is related to 
questions at managing   level, such as the drawing up of a tender, or regarding the issues 
related to the building of the centre, like the choice of furniture. In order to ensure that the 
active participation and taking responsibility on behalf of the young people concerning the 
choices and the management of the centre goes onward in time and does not remain only at a 
formal level, participation of two of their representatives has been provided, within the Steering 
Committee of the Centre.  

  In substance, the Youth Centre aspires to be a vessel of languages and creativity, a space for 
the proposals, a space of motivation and relationship with the territory. Such a centre, apart 
from hosting an events-hall for concerts, debates, cinematographic screenings, and theatre 
performances, will also host a studio for recording and producing digital music, a computer 
laboratory for productions related to the internet, advertising graphics and digital video editing, 
a dark chamber (for developing photos), an art space, an info-point and a place for a cafeteria.  
  The centre, in fact, without ceasing to be a meeting place for “staying together”, which would 
give the extent and the sense of being a part of a community (matching the type of getting 
together of the young people by organizing concerts, projections, performances), would mark it 
as an out-and-out   “laboratory”, providing services and competences that would lead to trying 
out the individual potentials and abilities in the areas of creative production and new 
communication technologies.

In other words, to present to young people who are 
not attracted by politics that the action of voting for the European elections is something positive 
and fashionable, something common among millions of young people all around Europe. 
Youngsters were reached through an informational campaign which included stands in spots of 
high frequency, leaflets distribution, posters around the town, projections of spots on radio and 
tv channels. Some of the information tools were focused on animation and participative 
activities. The campaign will have the intent to promote the European Union elections in general 
through the development of 4 focused themes: 

o Environnent 
o Mass Media & information/communication 
o Job-market and unemployment 
o Study and research 
o Free time and travelling 

In our project, it is important to stress the common path of elections among millions of young 
people in Europe using the positive image of living conditions in other European countries as a 
result of efficient policies, compared to the bureaucratic Greek one. Politics can be constructive 
and positive, and Europe is the place where we can express our needs and learn how to satisfy 
them. The expected result of the project is to present the European elections as a positive 



   

action that socially enriches young people: they will gain the opportunity to understand the 
importance of participation by expressing their right to vote, their right to express their ideas, 
their right to get answers from politicians, their right to change the world and the society in the 
way they choose. The target group which we will approach will have the chance to see their vote 
for the European Union elections as the right thing to do!

Innovative aspects : 

The main achievement of our project was that we managed to reach out a large group of young 
people and deepen their understanding of the importance of European elections.  

The main message of our campaign was that young people who stand back from voting miss the 
opportunity to have their say on issues that affect their lives. Having the experience of last 
December riot, its coverage from the media and all the public debates that followed, we realised 
that the communication line was extremely important to spread this message: Through out our 
activities, we approached young voters as equal partners and not as an audience for lecturing. 
Therefore we included the target group in developing the concept of the project right from the 
outset.  We kept with their trends, chose carefully the five topics that concerned them more and 
approached them neither in a pseudo-teenager nor in a didactic way. The positive feed back we 
received from all people involved in the project and the experience gained from its 
implementation, encourage us to take over more actions in the field of European active 
citizenship. 

The awareness campaign aimed to reverse the trend of voter disengagement among young 
people and therefore our target group was youngsters who lack the necessary knowledge and 
have a limited appreciation of EU institutions.

When You Vote You Win – ΠΑΡΕ ΘΕΣΗ! (Make Your Stand!) – During the 31st May 2009 we 
organised our large scale event in a central place of Athens, highly frequented by Young people- 
Kerameikos Place, aiming to present to youth not attracted by politics that the action of voting 
for the European Union elections is something positive and very fashionable, and it is also 
common among millions of young people around Europe. 
Young people were approached during ordinary moments of their daily life by a multi-level 

campaign, which showed how ‘’in fashion’’ and “trendy” it is to choose to be a part of the 

change. The campaign focused at presenting voting as the right action to do. 

The information campaign to raise awareness among Youth for the European Elections was a 
multi-place where several events took place:

Through this project we went further and didn’t only do some restoration work but also we tried 
to come closer to the people of the area. The stories and the memories that local people carried 
with them told us more about the fires of the summer of 2007. The life after the fires is for sure 
different than the life before: many people lost their houses and properties, a great part of the 
flora and the fauna has disappeared and these new conditions will certainly push many of the 
young people of the area away.

The extended fires of 2007 affected almost all Europe, the South suffering the most of the 
damages and the loss of human lives. Greece was one of the countries that suffered a lot: 
forests hundreds of years old, houses and properties as well as human lives were lost that 
summer.  
 
As organization promoting the voluntary work, we knew from the first moment that our help 
would be needed and appreciated. That is why we had already been active in the affected areas 
doing projects of reforestation many times until now.

All activities of this project were based exclusively on non formal and informal learning process, 
since in this way the impact and the involvement of young people was more immediate and 
effective.

paying attention to the important bibliography offered by SALTO T-kits, all different - all equal 
campaign, compass and compasito etc. The programme developed a blog on the site of 
www.yource.net that we strongly support and that could be accessible both from participants 
and students .

Innovative aspects : 
Through the interactive activities the participants had a great opportunity of personal 
development especially concerning practical fields as communication, cooperation, team work 
and conflict management in a team. The methodologies that were used and the programme that 
was planned represented an important step towards a stronger active participation both of 
students and of the foreign participants. Very important was the intercultural dimension offered 
through the activities in school to the Greek students by the presence of foreign participant: 
with the wide range of national cultural diversity, the project represented for all the beneficiaries 
a living opportunity to broaden horizons and to build bridges of mutual understanding over 
differences.

After the riots in Athens n December of 2009, it became stronger and stronger the necessity to 
face the difficulty that young generation encounters in expressing its needs and in having a 



   

participative attitude towards the social and political issues. This need was expressed several 
times even before those events, and together with our partners we thought to implement some 
projects in the frame of the development of European co-operation through youth policy, and 
non-formal education with the main aim to inform and to raise awareness among young people 
far from public issues. The aim of this project is to bring into contact young people from public 
schools of not privileged areas of Athens together with our participants, creating a bilateral 
channel of work: - The foreign participants will have the role, through informal educational tools 
in the field of raising awareness, to attract the Greek young people toward common issues and 
to show a positive approach to active participation in the society. They will be also asked to 
prepare some examples of active participation from their personal experience and share them 
with the Greek students - The Greek young students will have the chance to investigate youth 
active participation issues of the countries of the foreign participants. They will also be informed 
about themes and issues between multiculturalism, tolerance, racism, intercultural learning by 
interacting with the foreign young participants. The project activities list the implementation of 5 
visits in local schools, a period of preparation, a period of evaluation with the aim to create a 
final tool.
